If you must smoke, be sure to fully 
extinguish your cigarette butt (in 
sand for example) and do not just 
throw it away randomly.

Do not leave plastic or glass in your 
car. Sunlight on it could start a fire. 

If you see a wildfire, call 112 
immediately. Or report it through 
the 112 emergency services app.
